As the days are getting shorter and the night draw in, some helpful suggestions for 
families and children to stay safe whilst travelling to and from the Schools’ Travel 
team.  
 
Why Visibility Matters in Low Light 
 
Reduced Driver Visibility 
In low light, drivers have a harder time spotting pedestrians, cyclists, and other road 

users. Wearing dark clothing makes you nearly invisible until it's too late. 
 
Shorter Reaction Times 
If you're not clearly visible, drivers have less time to react—especially in poor weather conditions like rain or 
fog. 
 
Increased Risk of Accidents 
According to road safety statistics, a significant number of pedestrian and cyclist accidents happen during 
dawn, dusk, or night time.

Wear Reflective Gear: Jackets, vests, armbands, or even reflective tape on bags and shoes. 
 
Use Lights: Cyclists should use front white and rear red lights. Walkers and runners can use clip-on LED lights 
or headlamps. 
 
Choose Bright Colours: Fluorescent clothing (yellow, orange, pink) is more visible in daylight and twilight. 
 
Avoid Distractions: Stay alert and avoid using phones or headphones when crossing roads.

Largely this has been due to anti-social 
behaviour, social disorder linked to trick or treating, house 
party overspills, late opening hours in the nightlife sector 
and so on.

spend the lead up focusing on preventing anti-social behaviour, there are other dangers lurking for children 
and young people. These secondary dangers including unsafe costume design, and the low nocturnal 
visibility of participants have been addressed in a recent article from the Child Accident Prevention Trust.
