Anti-Bullying Week

PCSO Angela and PCSO Emily launched our school’s anti-bullying awareness
week in whole school assembly on Monday. Angela reminded children that
bullying is intentional, and meant to hurt others in different ways. She also
explained that bullies are usually persistent, and that it is a power trip. She
also talked about anti-social behaviour in school, and particularly, outside
of school.

Both Angela and Emily visited classes to ensure their message was
tailored for different year groups.

Across the school, the children have
been learning the importance of
kindness and what they can do if they
are concerned about being bullied, or if they worried about their friend.
Anti-bullying ambassadors know that their role is an important one, and
they are positive role models at school.

Year 6 walk with their Reception
and Year 1 buddies, and then complete as many laps as possible with all the other
children at school. Pupils and staff walk together for a minimum of ten minutes after
lunch before heading back to classrooms. It has been marvellous so far, and Year 2
pupils were able to explain in their Science lessons about how
exercise is beneficial and what happens when our heart rate
increases.

A little early, but never too late — we had the fabulous Wayne Dixon in Year 6 taking the children through
Christmas Unwrapped. Wayne is a long-time friend of all local schools as this is his 37" year delivering the
message of kindness at Christmas, and across the year.

History Toy Workshop

Year 1 and Reception were joined by Saskia from Eton College museum collection for a Toy workshop where
they looked at toys from the past. They focused on the different materials used in the older toys and the lack
of electricity to get these toys working. The children enjoyed exploring a range of toys and had a go at making
their own skittles to play as a class. The workshop links clearly to their history topic about family history.
